Christians of every generation have the responsibility to proclaim and embody the gospel in meaningful and truthful ways in contemporary society. It is part of the Christian journey to search for and discover ways by which Christians address the social, economical, political and religious issues facing society today. In order for the Church to carry out her ministry it is vital that she be continuously engaged in serious, theological reflection and research.

It is within this framework that we invite you to join us for theological reflection and dialogue in search for answers to the crucial and pressing question: “What is the theological task of our generation?” This is the purpose of the joined Langham and Areopagus conference held between 30 September and 3 October, 2010 in Timisoara, Romania. The conference will be also the occasion to launch the Romanian Institute for Evangelical Research.
The conference aims to scan, explore, and map: 
(1) the actual state of the theology, history, life and ministry of the Evangelical churches in this part of the world, 
(2) the most important challenges that these confessing communities face, and 
(3) the future prospect, directions of development and the main theological task for
      our generation. 
For a more comprehensive approach to the task, we plan that the conference will provide papers based on research done from different perspectives (subject areas): 
· biblical studies,

· historical studies, 
· systematic theology & ethics, and 
· practical theology & mission. 
Our intention is that the conference will combine plenary paper presentations, of 40 minutes each followed by a 20 minutes of questions and answers. These will be followed by workshops according to the four subject areas where several shorter papers (20 minutes each) will be presented and discussed. It is expected that each paper will reflect and touch upon the three important aspects indicated above, from within the specialized field of the presenter. 
We are very excited that Dr. Christopher Wright will be able to be one of the key plenary speakers.
If you would like to participate at the conference and have a paper to present, please send an abstract of 200 words by 15 May, 2010 to corneliu_c@yahoo.com (you can also send it to corneliu@areopagus.ro). You will be notified of the acceptance of the papers by 15 June, 2010. We plan to publish a collection of selected papers, as the proceedings of the conference, in a volume edited by Abraham Kovacs and Corneliu Constantineanu.
There will be a registration fee of 20 euros per person payable upon arrival at the registration desk. This is a small contribution towards the total cost of the conference which includes all meals and three nights of accommodation. 
It is our hope that many Langham scholars from Europe would be able to participate and contribute to the ongoing theological reflection, dialogue and research about the ways in which we can enable the church to carry out her mission in an effective way in the 21st century.
